Greetings,

Thanks for the phone call yesterday afternoon, and thanks for the email clarifying your request this morning. I can’t answer for the Hansville Advisory Council, or for their lack of response to you, but I will provide the answers I can below. I’ve bolded your question and put our response beneath that header. These questions are from this morning’s email:

So perhaps either you or Elizabeth can provide the items that they make reference to in the letter, or if not, you can verify that the county does not have such records

I can’t verify claims made by the committee, and I don’t have any additional information beyond what you’ve been given.

Are there any Kitsap County Public Works records showing who these notices were sent to and what they actually said and when they were sent in relation to the date of the meeting at which 100 individuals attended? Are there any records of who the 100 people were since I want them on my mailing list?

We prepared mailing labels based on township, section and range. The mailing labels were affixed to a postcard and mailed the first week of May. I don’t have the actual date of the mailing, and have not been able to locate the source data list. It was, most likely, deleted after the labels were prepared. There were no studies referenced on the postcard. It was simply an announcement of the meeting. I believe you have been provided a copy of the postcard. I’ve attached an additional copy for your convenience. We did not obtain a list of the attendees, and have no record of who attended the meeting. You might want to check with Hansville Advisory Council to see if they kept a list of attendees.

And we want to know if any member of the committee was informed as to when the speed monitoring 

would occur.

These questions were discerned from your email Monday:

As a taxpayer in Kitsap County, I demand to know what this is costing

$48,236.21

EACH traffic device must have it's own sign…

We use the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices (MUTCD) to guide how and where we place signs. The MUTCD does not specifically state that a sign shall be installed at each device. In guidelines for  speed bumps published by the Institute of Transportation Engineers some agencies have placed single signs for multiple devices with an advisory sign under the warning sign letting motorists know the distance ahead in which traffic calming devices are located. A sign like this would read “Traffic Calming Devices next 1 mile ” or wording similar to that. We will add this advisory sign to the warning signs.

…that lighting must be provided so that traffic devices are visible day and night,

As I mentioned in our call I can find no reference to this requirements. Please provide the reference if possible.

…that these devices are prohibited on arterial and/or collector roads because of the harm done to evacuation and emergency response times

Sheriff Boyer and the assistant Fire Chief Dan Smith from North Kitsap Fire & Rescue spoke regarding traffic calming devices at the public meeting May 15, 2007. They did not indicate that the traffic calming devices would have significant adverse impact on response times.

Have these so called "tables" been reviewed by the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA)?  Were they reviewed by the Washington State Department of Transportation?

No. There is no requirement to do so, nor any provision from either agency to review these projects.
