Per the Kitsap County Code:

A:  Chapter 36.75 RCW authorizes the county to perform all acts necessary and proper for the administration of the county roads. Such work and improvements shall be done in accordance with adopted county standards under the supervision and direction of the county engineer (hereafter the "road standards").

As shown in the italic print, all improvements shall be done in accordance with adopted county standards under the direction of the County Engineer.  The second section in italics would indicate that the county encourages standardization of road design elements.

B:  The road standards and any amendments thereto shall be subject to thirty-days public review prior to adoption, and once adopted, shall be filed with the clerk of the board of county commissioners, and copies shall be made available through the Kitsap County department of public works and the Kitsap County department of community development. 

Under this section any amendments to the county road standards shall be subject to thirty-days public review prior to adoption.

C:  Road improvements required under the road standards shall be designed by a professional engineer registered to practice in the state of Washington.

Under this section, any improvements shall be designed by a professional engineer registered to practice in the state of Washington

The granting of the technical deviation will meet the objectives of safety, function, appearance, environmental protection and maintainability based on sound engineering judgment.
Under this section, any technical deviation must be based on sound engineering judgment. 

In the case of the speed tables on Hood Canal Drive, there was no engineering judgment involved in the decision making process.  The committee recommending these speed tables misused Kitsap County Speed data to justify their recommendation.  Do people speed on Hood Canal Drive.  Yes.  Are the number of speeders outside the norm on any road.  No.  Your own engineering studies indicated that based on the 85 percentile, the speed limit on Hood Canal Drive should be set at 40 mph.  Yet these committee members, the majority of which live in the area of the speed tables successfully had the speed limit lowered to 30 mph prior to establishing their need for speed tables.  What was to have cost $30,000 has so far ballooned to $48,000 and climbing.  What do we sane citizens have to do to have these speed tables removed and a reasonable speed limit established for hood canal drive.
